A discussion on the proposed island tour took place.  Stan Lawlor offered to take Committee members on a tour of the Trout Lake islands using his pontoon boat.  It was agreed that those Committee members who are available will meet at the dock at Average Joe’s at 3:00 p.m. on Friday September 11th, 2009.

John Fior reviewed the information that was provided to the Committee with the Agenda which included the Newsletter and the List of Issues developed at the last meeting.  He recommended that the list of Key Issues (Language of By-law and definition of level of service; and, Alternatives for service delivery) be expanded to include ‘Education’.  He stated that staff was preparing the remainder of the information and that most of it should be available for the next meeting.  He further informed the Committee that he had spoken with the Fire Chief for the Township of Seguin and with staff from the City of Sudbury Fire Department.  He will have the notes from those discussions prepared for the next meeting.  Staff is contacting a number of municipalities throughout cottage country and north-eastern Ontario to gather data on their policies and programs.  It was suggested that the Municipality of Temagami be contacted as well. 
The following information is also to be brought forward to the next meeting:

· The Burning By-law

· Information on Burning Permits

· Information on boating speeds 

It was suggested that this information could be sent out with the next Islander Newsletter.  It was also suggested that this information could be added to the Insight and to the Township Newsletter in the spring.
There was a discussion on the agenda for future meetings.  The Committee agreed that there was no need to bring in speakers to address topics but rather, that information should be gathered and brought forward to the meetings for consideration.  Jane Krajc offered to research the pertinent legislation and to bring it forward for the Committee to review.  Information on Bill C-45 is also to be obtained.
